Ward has right to contact parent or guardian, if they can be reasonably located and to inform others, who can contribute to the wards preparation for parole or post-release success w/ 2 exceptions:


       1. Minor chooses not to contact his/her parents, guardian, and the director  of the DJJ facility determines it is in the best interest of the minor not to contact the parents, guardians, or others


        2. A person 18 years of age or older does not consent to the contact





Conduct Parole Consideration Hrg.





Parole Board must provide notice of intent to release w/in 48 hrs  





Board sets DJJ juris termination date, 14 days from the date of  discharge hrg.





DJJ will make all law enforcement notifications, victim notification, and pre-registration notification required by law








Probation receives notice of intent to release





Probation has 15 days from notice date to initiate a Reentry Dispo.  Hrg. 





Probation Officer sets Special Hrg. date, and notifies the ward, court, counsel, DA, and parent or guardian





Probation prepares the Reentry Dispo. Report

Medication & Authority to dispense


Restitution Balance


Victim Information





Provide Minute Order, Probation Report, Mental Health Assessment Form, Psych. Evaluations. and Probation Officer contact information to DJJ





Committing court may return to DJJ any ward, for violations of terms and conditions of probation. Ward may be returned for a specific amount of time, no less than 90 days and no longer than 1 year











SPECIAL CONSIDERATIONS


ICE Holds-Wards w/ detainers will complete the Reentry Dispo. Hrg. process, and probation will coordinate w/ the agency that placed the detainer


Interstate Compact-DJJ will initiate the interstate compact process. Ward will complete the Reentry Dispo. Hrg. process. Ward can be approved for out-of-state transfers as appropriate by the responsible court/probation department











Recommend  successful wards for discharge  from probation supervision











DJJ must  deliver ward in custody,  no more that 4 days, but not less that 1 day prior to Re-entry Dispo.  Hrg.





Upon delivery of  ward to probation DJJ has no further jurisdiction
