Ensure Adequate Funding 
· Reauthorize Vehicle License Fee (VLF) for local public safety programs, including Juvenile Justice Crime Prevention Act (JJCPA)/Citizens’ Option for Public Safety (COPS) and Juvenile Probation and Camps Funding (JPCF)
· Ensure sufficient funding for General Fund programs such as Youthful Offender Block Grant (YOBG) 

· Oppose unfunded mandates

· Full cost recovery for the actual cost of services 

Encourage the Use of Evidence-Based Programs

· Support the increase of state funding for evidence-based programs
· Evidence-based practices refer to supervision policies, procedures, programs, and practices demonstrated by scientific research to reduce recidivism among individuals under probation, parole, or post-release supervision
· Evidence-based practices may include, but are not limited to, evidence-based risk and needs assessments, implementing intermediate sanctions such as electronic monitoring and day reporting, evidence-based rehabilitation programs including drug and alcohol treatment and mental health treatment, and employment services
Obtain Funding for Select Offenders
· Support legislation to increase funding for evidence-based treatment and supervision programs for persons granted probation for drug related offenses after the elimination of Prop 36 funding
· Support legislation to ensure mental health needs are addressed for our incarcerated offenders with proven programs such as the ones provided by recently eliminated Mentally Ill Offender Crime Reduction (MIOCR) grants
Federal Issues
· Support legislation to authorize the county/probation department to collect outstanding victim restitution through the civil process utilizing credit/debit payments after the term of probation has been completed
· Support legislation to provide a federal offset for state and local agencies to recover outstanding restitution ordered to the victims of crimes and other delinquent court ordered fines, penalty assessments, and fees associated with criminal or juvenile justice proceedings
· Maximize federal funding opportunities such as Title IV-E, State Criminal Alien Assistance Program (SCAAP), and Medi-Cal Administrative Activity (MAA)/Targeted Case Management (TCM)
· Authorize federal reimbursement for the services, supervision, and detention of illegal immigrants
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
