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1203.9 Financial Attachment Procedure

Completion of the Financial Attachment

In order to include the most accurate financial information and meet the two week deadline for submitting the 1203.9 Motion for Transfer document and probation file documents to the receiving County, the sending County will process the financial attachment as follows:

1. Within 2 working days of receiving the approved, signed 1203.9 Motion for Jurisdictional Transfer form from the Court, the Probation Officer will request a completed Financial Attachment from their Collections Unit/Department. 

2. The Collections Unit/Department will have 3 working days to complete and return the form to the Probation Officer.

3. The Probation Officer will attach the completed Financial Attachment to the 1203.9 Motion for Jurisdictional Transfer form being sent to the receiving County along with the applicable Probation Department file documents. 

Collections Guidelines
Upon receipt of the 1203.9 Financial Attachment form, the receiving County shall set up a receivable account on behalf of the sending County. The total amount due, which may include victim restitution, fines, and fees, will be set up as a “lump sum”. 

Payments received from the defendant shall be transmitted, not less than monthly, back to the sending County for distribution. The receiving County shall retain collection fees.

A report including, at a minimum, the following information shall be submitted with payment to the sending County: 

1. Period of Collection (i.e. January 1, 2011 - January 31, 2011) 

2. For each defendant who has paid:

· Defendant Name

· Case Number

· Date of last payment

· Amount being remitted

· Accrued Victim Restitution Interest during the collection period (if applicable)
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The sending County shall be paid in full prior to the receiving county retaining payments for fines and fees accrued after the transfer took place. 

Accounts Placed with Franchise Tax Board
Accounts placed with Franchise Tax Board (FTB) for collection prior to transfer will remain at FTB. The sending County will notify the receiving County the debt is placed with FTB. Payments on that account will go directly to the sending County for distribution. If there is any change, such as FTB rejecting the case, the sending County will notify the receiving County of the change and forward the outstanding financial details at that time.
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
