ÅInfant supplement: $900 supplemental monthly payment for foster youth and out -of -home 

care probation youth whose child(ren) reside with them.

ÅExpectant Parent Payment: $900 supplemental monthly payment for pregnant foster youth 

and out -of -home care probation youth for the three months leading up to the due date.

ÅParenting Support Plan: $200 supplemental monthly payment for NMDs in SILPs who create 

a Parenting Support Plan with a responsible adult mentor approved by the county.

ÅTHP-NMD Housing Supplement: Supplements the THP -NMD rate paid to providers on behalf 
of youth placed in their programs, based on the cost of housing in each county 

according to HUDõs Fair Market Rent. Provides a higher supplement amount for serving 
parenting youth, allowing for larger, non -shared housing accommodations. (Does not
