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Presumptive Transfer Procedure
AB 1299 (California Welfare & Institutions Code §14717.1) requires that specialty mental health services for youth who are placed outside of their county get transferred to the county that they are placed in (i.e., not Napa County).  This means the youth’s mental health services are “presumptively transferred” to the new county in which they are placed. The purpose of “presumptive transfer” is to ensure the youth receives timely access to mental health services.  Presumptive transfer can be waived if there is an exemption identified and a waiver request can be submitted by the foster child, probation officer, person or agency responsible for making mental health care decisions of the foster child (parents), or the youth’s attorney.  The Probation Department makes the final determination unless a judicial hearing is requested.  Below is the procedure for notifying the receiving county and processing presumptive transfers.

Procedure:
1. Probation Officer works with the Child and Family Team (CFT), internal placement staffing and Interagency Placement Committee to determine whether an out of home/out of county placement is appropriate and whether a waiver of presumptive transfer is recommended. If a waiver of presumptive transfer is requested by the probation officer Napa County MH shall be notified so they can continue to provide services and clerical will be notified not to send the informing notices.

2. Upon the Court ordering out of home placement clerical staff will send out the “Presumptive Transfer Informing Notice” to the minor’s parents and place a copy in the attorney’s box.  They will place a copy of the youth’s notice in their Health and Education Passport to be distributed to the minor by the placement officer.

3. Upon identifying where the youth will be placed the probation officer will complete the “Presumptive Transfer Notice” completely, attach any signed consents/releases and email the form to the receiving county’s single point of contact (county mental health) and to the “1299 Transfer” email group.  Our county records coordinator will send the youth’s MH records to the receiving county and eligibility will change the address in the MEDS system and Napa MH will close the youth’s case.
4. Waiver requests must be received within 7 days of notice.  If a waiver request is received the probation officer shall immediately notify the minor, minor’s attorney and the CFT coordinator and shall halt presumptive transfer until a determination is made in consultation with the CFT.  The probation officer will make a determination and notify all parties within 3 business days of decision.  Once decision is made the presumptive transfer notice shall be made to the receiving county within three days.
5. If presumptive transfer is waived, the probation officer shall immediately notify Napa County Mental Health via the “Waiver of Presumptive Transfer Notice” so they can start services or contract for services.
6. The assigned probation officer will be the contact for the receiving county and will ensure the receiving county is provided the information needed from eligibility and MH records.  They will also do their best to facilitate gathering any additional records, signatures etc. to ensure timely access to MH services.
*The minor, parents or attorney have the right to request judicial review if they do not agree with the final waiver determination and a judge can make the final determination on whether or not a waiver request will be granted.









Napa County Presumptive Transfer Interagency Workflow





Youth ordered into out of home placement (placement to be out of county)





Records Coordinator processes and sends the most recent mental health records, including assessments to the receiving county’s SPOC





Eligibility changes youth’s residence in the MEDS system within 2 business days.





Napa MH closes/transfers case





Proceed with Presumptive Transfer (must notice receiving county within 3 days of decision)





Napa County MH is informed via “waiver of presumptive transfer notice” and is responsible for the authorization and payment of SMHS.





If a waiver is requested and an exemption exists the placing agency shall notify the above parties of the request and make a waiver determination in consultation with the CFT.  Placing agency shall notify all parties and Napa County MH of determination within three days.





Probation officer to consult with Child and Family Team (CFT) regarding presumptive transfer and upon out of home placement order “Presumptive Transfer Informing Notice” sent by clerical to attorney and parents, provided to minor by probation officer.

Upon identifying where youth will be placed, probation officer sends “Notice of Presumptive Transfer” form (within 3 days) and any accompanying releases and consents for services or medication to the receiving county’s single point of contact (SPOC) and the “1299 Transfer” email group.
